e Advisors are to provide assistance for assessment and constructive review of programs and funding proposals for student
programmers.

e Advisors should become familiar with the organization’s finances and their Club Accounts at the Campus Business Office.
Advisors should learn how the Campus Business Office operates in regard to these Club Accounts, and the disbursement of

funds. .

e When sponsoring an off campus activity, advisors are to be familiar with campus policies/procedures regarding student travel.

e Advisors are to review and sign all of the organization’s Facility Use Request forms and forward them to the Office of Student
Life office for processing.

e Advisors are to attend all student organization meetings and events both on and off campus.
