The assignment was simple: Write an essay about the moment in time
when your life changed. For SBVC student Binh Dang, the assignment
couldn’t have been any easier, and the change couldn’t have been any
more evident.

Although he was born in Vietnam, Binh and his family have lived in
San Bernardino since they first arrived in the U.S. when he was only
three years old. He is in his 3rd year at SBVC studying Biology and is a
student worker in the SBVC Library.

During the summer of 2008, Binh, his parents, and his three siblings
returned to visit extended family members still living in abhorrent
poverty in Vietnam. Although he did not enjoy the oppressive heat and
humidity, it was the abject poverty Binh witnessed that truly melted his
heart.

It took a few days for Binh to come to grips with the realities of
survival in third world countries where health care is only for the rich
and day-to-day survival is the only thing on most peoples’ minds.

Binh was compelled to do something and was far from comfortable
with the reality that so many people were just waiting to die due to
starvation or disease.

“l decided that | would take the money | had originally saved to buy
souvenirs and party while on this family vacation and use it to help
somehow,” Binh said. “I talked to my parents and siblings about it and
we pooled our money together and ended up with nearly $5,000.”

With this collection of funds, Binh’s family purchased 10 tons of rice
(over 22,000 pounds) from the local rice. Villagers lined up for nearly a
mile once word of the rice distribution spread. Binh and his family
passed out 44-pound bags of rice for two hours until they ran out—
tirelessly giving freely from their hearts to ensure the survival of
thankful recipients whose families could now survive for another month.

But it was a woman named Hun that provided the most searing image
to come from his life-changing trip. With no legs and only a stick and a
board with wheels attached to get around, Hun traveled from another
village just to wait in line patiently with everybody else to collect rice for
her family.

“When | gave her the rice, | could see that she was happy. For
somebody that poor and disabled—being happy to simply stay alive and
see tomorrow because of us was amazing,” Binh said. “She told me
‘Your life must be good. Don’t forget where you came from’ and that
just shook me and it’s been impossible to forget.”

“I've committed to raise money with my friends here at SBVC and
return to help in some way as a psychologist, nurse or doctor,” Binh
said. “I'm just a normal guy with no special talents, but just being
willing to lend a penny here and there can grow into dollars and that
can grow into bigger things. I'm so glad that this assignment really
brought out the writer in me and helped me express the change in my
life.”
