With a valid student I.D., all current students at SBVC can ride 
regular route Omnitrans buses as part of the Go Smart Program. 
Anywhere. Anytime.

All SBVC students can park at the Pro Swap Meet 
for FREE?
On Mondays, Tuesdays, and Thursdays, parking across the street 
at the Pro Swap Meet (632 S. Mt. Vernon) is free for SBVC students 
(remember to use crosswalks at all times). Parking on Wednesdays 
and Fridays is available during daylight hours (before 6 p.m.)

Students receiving a BOG (Board of Governors) Waiver get a $10 discount on 
parking decals and pay only $20 per semester?
If you already receive a BOG Waiver, simply log into WebAdvisor to purchase a parking decal for 
only $20 per semester ($15 for summer) instead of the full price of $30.

All students arriving for Friday night and Saturday classes enjoy parking for 
FREE anywhere on campus WITHOUT a parking decal?
Parking on campus is free in all lots for all students after 4:30 p.m. on Friday nights and 
throughout the weekend. 

Students are also encouraged to:
●	 Purchase single-day parking permits for $2/day in

●	 Rideshare with other students

●	 Bike to school and use bike racks (located in front
